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Venues are slopes in the Rhön. This is the collective name for some hundred 
mountains in the centre of Germany, with the city of Fulda in the West. 
The new organisation team analysed the different contests of the 2008 European 
Champs and searched for new flying sites. For the World Championships 2009 
good slopes facing all wind direction are assured. Venue for wind from the south 
will be the famous „Weltenseglerhang“ at the Wasserkuppe. For all other wind 
directions slopes in the vicinity of the villages Kaltensundheim and 
Kaltenwestheim are available, some of them were newly made available. 
 
On average, September offers the most stable weather conditions in this region of 
Germany. Therefore the Championships will take place again in early fall. Let’s 
hope for good weather, this time!  
 
Taking into account the experiences gained during the European Championships, 
the organisation team has been considerably enlarged. Host of the World 
Championships 2009 is the “Gesellschaft zur Förderung des Segelfluges auf der
